Ski & Cultural AdvenTour in Turkey  
 

Although Turkey is best known for its’ hot sunny Mediterranean resorts, there is 
much more to the climate than hot summers. Come and ski Turkeys favourite ski 
area.  And you couldn’t visit Turkey without spending a few nights in the magical city 
of Istanbul…the gateway between Europe and Asia. We will also spend some time 
touring historically significant cities such as Troy, Canakkale and Gallipoli.  

 
Much of Turkey is mountainous ranging in altitude from 2587 to 5137 m. With 
many of these peaks experiencing snow cover for six months or more, the 
potential for skiing here is fantastic. Turkey can offer great opportunities for all 
levels at better value than most resorts, though après ski is sedate. Snow reaches 
approximately 3 meters deep, covering the forests and enhancing the natural beauty 
of these stunning mountainous areas. The preferred place to ski is ULUDAG (1750 - 
2547 M HIGH). Uludag is 245 kms from Istanbul and 36 kms south of Bursa. You can 
go to Uludag either by bus or by telpher. Uludag is a National Park and offers Alpine 
skiing, touring, cross-country and heli-skiing.Weekly arrivals commencing on 
Sundays.   

  

 
 

 

 

  

 
 

  
 
 

     

Zermatt, Switzerland From $1,170* 

Ski under the famous towering peak of the Matterhorn in Switzerland  
Encompassing three ski areas and surrounded by 29 peaks over 4000m (13,100ft) 
in altitude, these are the highest mountains in Europe. And most are always 
within sight of the powerful jagged edged Matterhorn.  
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Chamonix, France -  From $1,115* 
 

Lying at the foot of one of the most beautiful panoramas in the Alps, Chamonix is 
also the cradle of mountaineering history; a town rich in tradition and local colour 
as well as outstanding attractions.  Both novices and advanced extreme skiers can 
be challenged on the slopes with an extensive selection of runs and the bars always 
offer great après-ski exhilaration. 
 

 

 

 

Courmayeur, Italy - From $975* 
 

Situated in the Aosta Valley in Northern Italy, Courmayeur is influenced by 
the culture of neighbouring countries, including France and Switzerland.  As 
such it holds a multicultural atmosphere, which provides an atmosphere of 
excitement.  Courmayeur offers 122 runs for all levels with a high 
proponent of red runs (equivalent to North American black runs).  You can 
also access 6 other resorts! Boarders are welcome and there are also cross 
country ski trails.
